Convenio de Pagos y Creditos Reciprocos

Caracteristicas

Es un acuerdo internacional suscrito por los bancos centrales* que cred un
sistema de compensacion de pagos de operaciones de comercio exterior y de
garantias, con el objetivo de promover y facilitar el comercio intrarregional y
reducir la utilizacion de divisas por parte de sus miembros.

Las operaciones de comercio exterior vinculadas con bienes originarios y
algunos servicios prestados se canalizan a través de los bancos comerciales
autorizados en cada pais, mediante la utilizacion de instrumentos financieros,
ordenes de pago y cartas de crédito, entre otros, y a solicitud expresa de los
exportadores e importadores.

PARA EL EXPORTADOR

El Convenio de Pagos asegura el cobro de las exportaciones eliminando el
riesgo comercial y el operador puede acceder a créditos ante el sistema

financiero al contar con instrumentos de pago que cuentan con la garantia
del banco central del importador.

Asimismo, existe una mayor posibilidad de descuento del instrumento de
pago y a menores costos. Complementariamente, hace prescindible la
contratacion de seguros de crédito a la exportacion.

Agreement on Reciprocal Payments and Credits

Introduction

It is an international agreement signed by the central banks of member states*, which

created a payment compensation and/or clearing system for foreign trade transactions
and guarantees, aiming at promoting and facilitating intra-regional trade and reducing
the use of foreign currencies by its members.

Foreign trade transactions handling originating goods and some of the services provided
are channeled through the authorized commercial banks of each country using financial
instruments, payment orders and letters of credit, among others, upon express request
of importers and exporters.

Benefits
TO THE EXPORTER

The Payments Agreement grants the collection related to exports eliminating the
commercial risk and provides the operator with access to credit in the financial system,
supported by payment instruments guaranteed by the importer’'s central bank.

There is also a higher possibility of collection of the payment instrument and at lower
costs. Furthermore, it is required to buy export credit insurance.

Access to financing from foreign suppliers due to the reimbursement guarantee provided
by the Payments Agreement

ALADI

Principios

El Tratado de Montevideo 1980, marco juridico global constitutivo y regulador
de la ALADI, establece los siguientes principios generales: pluralismo;
convergencia; flexibilidad; tratamientos diferenciales; y multiplicidad en las
formas de concertacion de instrumentos comerciales.

Instrumentos

La ALADI propicia la creacién de un area de preferencias econémicas en la
region, con el objetivo final de alcanzar un mercado comun latinoamericano,
mediante tres mecanismos:

e Preferencia Arancelaria Regional
e Acuerdos de Alcance Regional

e Acuerdos de Alcance Parcial




ALADI

The ALADI is an intergovernmental body made up by thirteen countries:
Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Cuba, Ecuador, Mexico, Panama,
Paraguay, Peru, Uruguay and Venezuela. Its purpose is to promote the
region’s harmonic and balanced social and economic development through
regional integration.

Principles

The 1980 Montevideo Treaty, legal framework of the ALADI, establishes the
following general principles: pluralism, convergence, flexibility, differential
treatments, and multiplicity in the forms of agreement on trade instruments.

Instruments

The ALADI favors the constitution of an economic preferences area in the
region, with the final objective of realizing a Latin-American common market
through three mechanisms:

e Regional Tariff Preference
* Regional Scope Agreements
e Partial Scope Agreements
